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ABSTRACT

Taxonomic studies of introduced ornamental plants of family Acanthaceae in Thailand
has purposed to collected botanical data and introduction history of ornamental plants of family
Acanthaceae taken from foreign. This study has been conducted from May 2001 to January
2002. The result of study from literature, accordingly, more than forty species are introduced,
but only thirty five species can be collected in present study. They belong to 18 genera, i.e.
Asystasia 2 species, Barleria 2 species, Beloperone 2 species, Crossandra 3 species, Dianthera
1 species, Eranthemum 1 species, Fittonia 1 species, Graptophyllum 3 species, Hemigraphis 3
species, Hypoestes 1 species, Justisia 2 species, Odontonema 1 species, Pachystachys 2
species, Pseuderanthemum 5 species, Ruellia 2 species, Ruttaya 1 species, Sanchezia 1
species, and Thunbergia 2 species. Those species collected in the present study, full
description of all species are given together with their origin, propagation, ornamental and other
uses, flowering period, introduction history, as well as color photographs. Furthermore, all
voucher specimens are deposited at the Professor Kasin Suvatabhandhu Herbarium,
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
